A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Cheramie, and unanimously agreed to authorize Director Danos to sign the contract with Lo Land Construction Company to repair the roads at the Commercial Dock and the Kayak Launch. This project is being funded and approved by FEMA.
A motion was made by Commissioner Cheramie, seconded by Commissioner Chighizola, and unanimously agreed to authorize Director Danos to speak with FEMA to see if money can be moved from one project to another so we can work on the Kayak Launch Repair Project since the bids come in higher than what FEMA approved.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard to move forward on repairing the office with Bradberry Construction’s bid of $155,505.76. This job should take 9 months to complete.
Mr. Saleh read the engineering report as follows: Working with the State to move Capital Outlay money from one project to the Commercial Dock so we can move forward with the Port Improvement Project. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Cheramie, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to approach the town and see if they would like to repair the old port office for the tourism center.

Mr. Watkins stated that they are wrapping up the problem with the oyster lease.

Director Danos stated that the 1. Received 22 paid lease and 4 are outstanding. Stated that the oyster lease has been cleaned up and leased to another oyster farmer. He also attended the Fifi Island Restoration Project Public Forum and attended the PAL BOD meeting in Baton Rouge. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Cheramie, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed for Mr. Danos to see if the property owners next to the port lots would like to purchase them. One is being leased out.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to purchase the ad in the island map marking all port properties on the island map. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to move forward with increasing the fees on the oyster leases beginning 2024.

A motion as made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Cheramie, and unanimously agreed to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 1:57 p.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to reconvene the meeting at 2:16 p.m.

A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 2:17 p.m.
